Agriculture graduate honoured with certificate of merit

Winnipeg, Manitoba - March 13, 2009 - An alumnus of the University of Manitoba's Faculty
of Agricultural and Food Sciences was recognized recently for his outstanding contributions to
Manitoba's agricultural community.

Bob Roehle, market analyst and agricultural communicator, received a Certificate of Merit
from the Manitoba Ag Grads Association and the Faculty of Agricultural and Food Sciences at
the University of Manitoba at the degree graduation banquet on March 6, 2009.

Bob graduated from the University of Manitoba with a Bachelor of Science in Agriculture in
1968 and a Master of Science in Agricultural Economics in 1971. After graduation, he worked
as a market analyst for the Canadian Wheat Board (CWB), spending several years in Tokyo.
After a brief stint at the Department of Industry, Trade and Commerce in Ottawa, he returned
to Winnipeg and the CWB to serve as director of market analysis and then vice president of
corporate communications. Bob's many accomplishments included the founding of the CWB's
annual Grain World Outlook Conference, assignments with the Grain Transportation Agency
and Prairie Pools Inc., and involvement in the corporate and legislative restructuring of the
CWB in 1998.

During his career, Bob was active in many industry and community organizations including the
Canada Grains Council, Winnipeg Chamber of Commerce, Barley & Oilseeds Biennial
Conference, Grainfest, and Heritage Winnipeg. He initiated Le Marche St. Norbert Farmers
Market Co-op Inc. in 1988 and was its founding president. He was also the first president of
the Farmers Market Co-op of Manitoba.

Since retiring in 2000, Bob has continued to contribute his expertise and vision to a number
of organizations. Current volunteer positions Bob holds include president, Red River
Exhibition Association; president, Manitoba Agricultural Hall of Fame; coordinator, Friends of
the CWB; and president, St. Norbert Foundation. Bob also sits on the Red River Floodway
Public Liaison Committee. In 2006, he organized St. Norbert's first community garden and he
is currently working with local merchants to establish a St. Norbert Business Improvement
Zone. He is also a long-time member of the Manitoba Institute of Agrologists and the
Agricultural Institute of Canada.
